Students who have failed the subject may resit in July.

Students who have passed the subject may not resit to raise their grade.

Students who have not sat the examination (i.e. who have not done the work or the written tests) may not resit the subject.

Students who have failed the written test having passed the other work can only do a written test.

Students who have passed the written test without having passed the other work must only present the outstanding work in July.

Students who have not passed the activities that are not eligible for resit may not resit them in the resit examination.
